Robotics Program Enhancement: The proposal will call for renovating and building additional space at the Hartland Educational Support Ser-
vice Center to house a Robotics Center. The center would include a work space, storage, restrooms and playing fields for the robotics program.

Hartland Archery Program Enhancement: The Round Elementary School would have its gym floor refinished to accommodate use for youth
basketball programming so that the Hartland Archery program can move into a new home at Village Elementary. The space is big enough for
maximizing shooting lanes and will allow for storage so that the program does not have to live out of a trailer, as they have been for many years.

Band Program Enhancement: The Hartland Band programs would also benefit from the passage of the bond proposal as it includes options
for the purchase of new band instruments. It has been roughly twenty years (2000 Bond) since the band programs have seen an emphasis on

instrument replacement.

A Kindergarten Orientation will be held on Saturday, February 8, 2020, from 10 AM to
11:30 AM at the Hartland Educational Support Service Genter, 9525 E. Highland Road.

The orientation will provide parents an opportunity to hear from kindergarten teachers about

a “typical” school day and the kindergarten curriculum. In addition, administrators will be on
hand to talk about school safety, transportation, school attendance areas, student nutrition, and
answer questions. This will be a family-oriented event and you are encouraged to bring your
kindergarten child(ren).

Parents may begin the pre-enrollment process online and complete the enroliment when visiting
their respective elementary school or the HESSC and providing the following documents:

e Birth certificate—a copy for school records.

* Immunization records with proof of DTP, Polio, MMR, Hepatitis B, Chicken Pox vaccines
(or proof of having illness), and vision screening, plus copy of same for school records.

*  Proof of residency using one of the following: certificate of occupancy, purchase
agreement, builder’s permit, rent receipt or agreement, mortgage statement/receipt,
voter registration card, utility bill, driver’s license.

Children are eligible for enrollment in kindergarten in August 2020 if they will have their fifth
(5th) birthday on or before September 1, 2020. A child who turns five after September 1st and
before December 1, 2020 may enroll if parent/legal guardian signs a waiver that is supported by
the school district.

A full-day Junior Kindergarten program may be offered. A minimum number of students are re-

quired for the program to be made available. Parent may need to provide transportation in order
to participate. The age requirements for Junior Kindergarten are the same as for the regular
Kindergarten program.
